They ve done it again! This time United
Airlines retracted the new rule about ski
size before too many ski clubs even
noticed it. The Airline posted a ruling that
skis can be no longer than 157 cm or 62
inches to avoid a $100 surcharge. When
Mike Hibbard of Sports America pointed
out to them that 157 cm was a kids ski
size, the airline checked out the facts and
realized that they had meant to say 50
pounds was the limit (with no stated
LENGTH limit). Problem avoided -- and the
157 cm rule has been deleted from United
Airline s

website.

She will be
missed .the following are some comments
regarding her past memories.
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Dear Friends of Sharon,

It's so hard to believe that she’s suddenly gone. Sharon’s spirit
keeps popping into my head. There are so many fun and
funny memories being friends the past 30 years.

Sharon and | were always roommates on our Four Winds ski trips.
We partied at about the same speed. We had an agreement that
she would grab my ankle and drag me out of bed for the nighttime
activities whenever I'd passed out after a wild "wine & cheese" on
the ski hill in the afternoon. We've laughed our way across the USA
in motor homes, buses, planes, my sailboats, ski lifts - over

the waves and through the woods. She’'d bug me to take meds to
cut down on my snoring, tell me how bad | sounded when I'd hum to
the music on my Sony Walkman as we rode the ski lift (oops!). She
helped me to laugh at myself. She was high-strung, energetic, but
with her sense of humor, a perfect target for the antics of Don, Duke
and the guys to play tricks on and make her laugh at herself as well.
What were the details of that time they put her in the outdoor ski
locker @ the bar 1/2 way down the hill at Blackjack?

When | learned to sail, Sharon & | christened my 14’ Nauty Lady on
Busse Lake. She had a little saying, "Ah sailing: The wind in your
hair and the bugs in your teeth!" (That's because we were

usually smiling.) We embarked upon a big adventure sailing in

Emphraim, Door County in the Fall (when all the other boats had
magically already been pulled out for the season) and somehow
hadn't thought ahead to how we were going to return to port heading
into the wind and without a motor. Next, she crewed on my

22’ Nauty Lady Il on Lake Michigan through an unexpected storm
where the tops of the high rise buildings disappeared behind the
black anvil cloud! We were scared shitless as she clawed down the
mainsail. She was in on the magic moments, glorious days on the
high seas as well as in the boat yard on a bitter cold spring day
painting the bottom hull when I'd first bought my 29' Nauty Lady III. |
was so thrilled with my new boat, and she shared in the joy and hard
work once again.

Sharon was a great friend and had a generous spirit. It meant so
much when she invited me to join her when she won a ski trip to
Banff. The view out the window of our suite was like a picture. So
many memories are caught in my photo albums and etched in my
heart. | see our faces joined in laughter, in panic, in woo-hoo
moments. The last time | saw her, we were visiting with Judi & Don
in FL who had a 4 Winds reunion party while we were there. Since |
moved to WI in 2001, our opportunities to get together have been
less frequent. But it's always the same comfort level and fun when
we do, as if time stood still.

| just had to find a way to share my thoughts of Sharon with friends
who also are feeling this loss of our dear friend. I'm hoping that you
might also have a fun story or two to add and reply to all of us, pass
on the memories. May God bless her soul and hold her in his arms.
Having her as a friend has enriched my life.
